C.Masonry Construction

Existing holes in cabinet can be used
and/ or additional holes can be drilled to fasten
cabinet atvarious positions. Be sure that side

above.

4. Install exterior cabinet support brackets as
shown in Step 2 of Thru-the-wallinstallation.
Caulk orflash if needed, to provide a weather-
tight sealaround top and sides of cabinet.

5. To completeinstallation, apply wood trim

molding around room side projection of cabinet.
